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Winter Reminders for Horsham Township Residents

Bill Walker, Assistant Township Manager, announced today that the Township will be starting a community outreach and education program to the residents regarding the Township’s snow ordinances.  Residents in the Horsham Towne development will see volunteers during the weekend of Feb. 10 and 11th from the Horsham ChATs organization hanging bright yellow educational notices on the front door of each home.  Walker explained that by far the worse problem is vehicles left on the streets during snow storms.  Township Ordinance prohibits parking on any township street during a snow of two inches or more until the street has been plowed curb-to-curb.  It is not only illegal but also unsafe.  Walker stated that many times our Police Officers and Highway workers will drive by homes that driveways are empty but have vehicles parked in front of the house on the street during snow storms.  “We understand sometimes there are reasons for a vehicle to be in the street.  Instead of going out and issuing citations we are trying to educate the residents who may not be aware of the Ordinance”, stated Walker.  In addition, to the door hanger notices, the Township has placed notices in the Township Newsletter, on cable Channel 22 and on our website.  We are educating before enforcement.

Walker further pointed out that it is against township ordinance to shovel or plow snow from your drive-way and/or sidewalk into the street.  Sidewalks must also be shoveled no more than (24) hours after the snow has stopped.  

Although not covered by ordinance, the township asks those residents that have a fire hydrant in front of their home to clear the snow from around the hydrant in case it is needed for an emergency.  Also residents with a storm drain in front of their homes are asked to shovel it open to prevent flooding and icing conditions.

“We are trying to educate and outreach to the residents before, if any, enforcement will be needed”, Walker said.
